1. Simeon was a believer.

B. Simeon’s Character, verse 25. 
1. “Just”-righteous/   of God, cf. Luke 1:5, 6. 
 

2. “Devout”-consistently reverent/well-respected. 
 

3. “Waiting”-longing anticipation. 
 

C. Simeon’s Communication With God, verses 25-30. 
1. Consistent fellowship evident… 
 

2. Yielded to the Holy Spirit. 
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3. A    heart. 
 

4. No fear of death…

NATION, Luke 2:25, 30-32.  
B. Christ Is Israel’s Consolation, verse 25. 

1. Direct reference to Messiah/One and   , 
cf. Matthew 1:18-25. 

 

2. National deliverance? 
 

3. God wants all Jews to be saved! 

 
C. Christ Is Israel’s Glory, verse 32. 

1. Born a Jew among Jews. 
 

2. First ministry to Jews. 
 

3. Offer of salvation to the Jews   . 
 

4. Future promises to Jews are anchored in Christ. 

 
III. THE SAVIOR BROUGHT SATISFACTION TO THE WORLD, 

Luke 2:30-32. 
A. The Breadth Of Simeon’s Prophecy, verses 31, 32. 

1. God wants all nations to   , verse 31. 
 

2. Including Gentiles, verse 32. 

 
B. The Boldness Of Simeon’s Language, verses 30-32. 

1. This is a psalm of praise. 
 

2. Personal application, verse 30. 
 

3. The universality of God’s gift, verses 31, 32 (   peoples), 
cf. Galatians 3:26-4:5.
